An early start will enable us to make the most of this trip.  May takes us to historic Shrewsbury and Attingham Hall, a National Trust property built for Noel Hill the first Lord Berwick.  We will stop for morning coffee at Dobbies Garden Centre.

Shrewsbury is located within a loop of the River Severn in the heart of Shropshire.  At the centre of this medieval town is St Alkmund’s Place and the Bear Steps, where shops trade from Tudor buildings.  There are numerous historic churches to explore as well as the Castle.  At 2.30pm we will leave for Attingham Hall.

On arrival at Attingham Hall (approx. 2.45pm) we will have an introductory welcome talk “The Berwick in Brief”.  You can then explore the Mansion, walled gardens and Park or sample the delights of the Carriage House Café.
